1. Situation. To update procedures for Marine Corps Ailr Station
(MCAS) Cherry Point personnel to report suspected excessively

priced material and equipment.

2. Cancellation. ABO 4270.2C.

3. Mission. To provide an avenue for MCAS Cherry Point users of
spare parts and consumables to address suspected overpricing to
ensure effective resource stewardship in the expenditure of all
government funds.

4. Execution

a. Commander’s Intent and Concept of Operations

(1) Commander’s Intent. MCAS Cherry Point personnel
responsible for the requisitioning and acquisition of material,
supplies and equipment will be alert to the item cost. Items that
appear to be excessively priced will be reported to the appropriate
price fighter. Maximum use of the pricing hotlines identified in
this Order is encouraged.

(2) Concept of Operations. Local price fighters are
designated within MCAS Cherry Point to assist personnel with the
research and verification of unrealistically priced i1tems.
Inquiries regarding i1tems determined to be “suspect” shall be
forwarded to the appropriate Navy/Marine Corps price fighter focal
point.
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b. Tasks

(1) All Hands. |If the price of an i1tem appears to
substantially exceed its intrinsic value, complete as much of
enclosure (1) as you can and forward it to the local command price
fighter. |If assistance i1s required, contact information is
provided below:

(2) Command Price Fighters. Review cases of apparent
overpricing received from Navy and/or Marine Corps customers. Use
Federal Logistics (FEDLOG) to verify significant price variances on
National Stock Number (NSN) items. Validate the unit price for
non-standard items via a market comparison. |If the price indicated
in FED LOG or the receipt document is unrealistic, ensure that all
pertinent information is entered on the enclosure and forwarded to
the appropriate office listed below:
