All new MCAS Cherry Point reports and 

requests for changes to current reports must be routed through the Station 

Adjutant.   

 

This Bulletin is applicable to MCAS Cherry Point and 

its subordinate commands. 

 

6.  Cancellation Contingency.  This Bulletin is cancelled upon receipt of the
